Once a troop elects Candidates, they must attend one of these weekends to prove themselves worthy of the Ordeal Honor. Simply put, Candidates and any other Arrow Member of your troop are invited to come and give their service in a weekend where we provide whatever service one of the camps in the area need. (The camp rotates with every weekend, and we have 3 weekends, in May, June, and September).

This is a weekend where all OA members are invited to enjoy the many activities put together for them, this is a fun way to embrace one of the important facets of the OA: Brotherhood.

This is when we come together to celebrate and recognize what the Lodge has done during the past year, and at this moment they will hear our Chief’s “State of the Lodge Address”. This is another opportunity for members to share in Brotherhood.
